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Here is my waketower.  This old boat only cost didn’t cost me much to begin with.  The diameter of the main pipe is 1 1/2" cold rolled steel that cost $65.  I contacted the local high school welding instructor and I apprenticed him, whom charged me $150.  It took two days to build from scratch.  We used plasma torches, pipe benders, sanders, and welders.  The platform is to store the tube which acts as a shade, it could be covered with canvas or thin sheet metal.  There is also room to store the wakeboard on top.  Total cost is about $250.  Enjoy.
