PVC Speaker Cans
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Parts you need:  (to make one set, not doubles shown here)


6” PVC pipe (schedule 40)  (about 1.5 feet)


6” PVC End Cap (2)


6” PVC coupling


Speaker terminals (1 set for each can)


PVC Cement


Plywood (3/8” – 14” square)


Speaker Wire  (about 18”)

Tools you need:


Saw


Drill


Drill bit sized to speaker terminals


Screwdriver to match speaker screws


Soldering gun, solder, and flux

Getting started:


Cut two lengths of the 6” PVC pipe to 6 inches, and two lengths to about 1.5-inches.   Use 1.5-inch piece to mark two circles on the plywood and then mark a smaller circle inside that circle that will allow the speaker to sit inside it.  Cut out these two rings from the plywood and set aside.  Insert (cement) 6” length into coupling, and then insert 1.5-inch length into other end.  Repeat for both couplings.  Solder speaker wires to your speakers before you insert them, as it will be harder to get to them once they are in.  Insert the wood ring into the coupling against the 1.5-inch PVC length, install speaker and secure with screws (screws should go through wood and into pvc ring to secure).  Drill two holes into end cap and install speaker terminals (I used gold plated ones).  Solder speaker wire to terminals (if required), then mount end cap onto extended 6” length of PVC pipe.
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You can see the wood just behind the speaker here.

You now have a completed speaker can.  All that is left is a mounting system to attach it to your tower or in my case Joystick Roll Cage.  For Quick release PVC mounts, see my other paper.

Finishing touches:


The speaker cans are ready to finish however you want to.  My boat is white, and my cage is white, so I just left mine white.

Time to make:


About 2 hours total for 2 cans minus the mounts.

Hard to find parts:


None, all parts were purchased at Lowes for about $50.  The most expensive part was the 6” PVC pipe since it only comes in a 10’ length.  The couplings are about $6 each and the end caps are about $5 each.  PVC cement is about $4 or so for a small can.  Speakers are your choice, but I chose the Infinity Reference speakers and they sound great.
