Stage four
Fill her up please
Alright! We had all the plastic layers and the whole framework was gone, everything that was left was a plastic shell. It looked really good (considering the circumstances) because we had used rowing fibreglass and it gave a better surface. But still it wasn’t really a pretty boat. 
So we bought filling, 1 can with 4 pounds of gelcoat filling. It seemed quite a lot and we though it would be enough. We also got one more can for free from Ashland; it was a damaged can that they could not sell. 

The first thing we did was to grind the boat so we made it a smoother surface, but we hade to be careful not to grind too much because that could weaken the hull. That`s the last thing we want to happen. A few hours later we started working with the filling and after a while we had used both cans, and we weren`t even done with 20% of the boat. Ashland gave us another two cans for free, but they were empty too soon. We were only done with 35% of the whole hull!
We bought 3 cans from Ashland, thinking that this must be enough! Well, after two days they were empty too, so we bought two more cans and now it seems like it should do the trick. 

We have now used 8 cans of filling that is about 32 pounds. Working with filling is a slow process and we have spent at least about 50hours just filling and grinding. Unfortunately we are not really done with this work yet but we need to keep up with our “reporting”. I can also mention that I am one of these world most pedantic persons so we leave no problems behind nor ever take the easy way out. This boat is built to perfection; I rather fail with time than making something I don’t find good enough.
